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(iv) Interperiolar stipules—These are Present in most of the plants of the family Rubiaceae e.g. lvora
(Rangan), Anthocephalus indicus (Kadam), etc. These stipules are

small, semi-lanceolate bodies occurring
on both sides of opposite leaves, here two pairs of stipules of the two opposite leaves unite together by their

outer margins—as a result the four stipules are transformed into two fused stipules
of the stem between the petioles of the two opposite leaves.
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(v) Ochreate stipules—Qchreate stipules are sheath-like and more or less tubular in structure, enclosing
greater porton of the internode. In this type several stipules unite together to form the enveloping sheulh:
These stipules are the characteristic feature of the family Polygonaceae, e.g. Polygonum barbatum (Pani
marich), Rumex vesicarius (Chuka palang), etc.
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
